· 9:16 aspect ratio (portrait) 

· High Definition 

· Installed at all other locations 

In order to run across the full D-EP network on the London Underground creative should be supplied to run on both Type 1 and Type 2 displays. 

Creative Guidelines 

All creative work is subject to approval by London Underground (LU). 

LU will reject any creative work which, in their view, compromises the safety of passengers using the escalator.  

Please ensure that creative ideas are delivered on schedule for LU approval. Viacom Outdoor will not accept liability for any cost incurred to reproduce creative work rejected by LU. 

Key guidelines are: 

· Full motion video – i.e. film clips etc. will be not be accepted

· Disorientating imagery should be avoided 

· Creative should focus on either 
(a) a single file or idea played out simultaneously on all screens 

(b) a creative idea which works across multiple screens in a cohesive fashion 

· The final frame should not fade or be left blank. Always leave a key image, text or logo within the final frame as the system will hold this frame for a short period as the screens synchronise.
